
The Conservation Assessment Program (CAP) offers grants to help
museums - often small museums with low budgets – determine

whether they preserve and exhibit their collections properly,
and to what extent their building protects a collection of

inanimate objects while accommodating very animate human
visitors.  For museums in historic buildings, an Architectural

Assessor such as Rick Wright, collaborates with the Collections
Assessor to assess conditions, and prepares a detailed report.
